In a world of vengeance, violence and vitriol, a Detroit man finds peace in forgiving the drunk driver who killed his wife and two sons. · Shawne was friends with both Gary Weinstein and Tom Wellinger, who is serving time in prison for killing Weinstein's wife Judy and her two young sons, Alex and Sam. Her children had baby-sat the Weinstein children. She knew and loved Judy Weinstein. Wellinger's ex-wife was her partner in a monthly Mastermind group.
· Weinstein and Wellinger lived within a mile of each other in Farmington Hills, a suburb of Detroit. Wellinger is also a father. Upon meeting Wellinger after the crash, Weinstein's first question was "how are your kids?" He has reached out to Wellinger and asked to speak to his children to help them heal.
· Project: Forgive, Duperon says, is "a deep inquiry into what is forgiveness.... This documentary will look at what happens when we forgive, what happens when we don't."
· Shawne, Weinstein and his late wife all graduated from The Landmark Forum seminar of Landmark Education, a personal and professional growth, training and development company that's had more than 1.3 million people use its programs to cause breakthroughs in their personal lives and communities. Weinstein attributes much of his ability to forgive to that training.
· Duperon's coproducer is Scott Rosenfelt, who produced the Julia Roberts movie Mystic Pizza and executive produced Home Alone. The documentary will feature many celebrites TBA.
"Forgiveness is critical, and I think it's one of the big challenges in our culture," says Canfield, whose "Chicken Soup" book series just sold its 500 millionth book worldwide. "We're a culture where a lot of people hold grudges forever, and I think all the research shows that it filters to your health, your relationships. ... I think it's a very important project."
Here's another authority on forgiveness who can speak to you: Dr. Matthew B. James, MA, Ph.D., wrote his doctoral dissertation on ho`oponopono, the Hawaiian approach to forgiveness. President of the Empowerment Partnership and forgiveness blogger for Psychology Today, his book, The Foundation of Huna: Ancient Wisdom for Modern Times, details forgiveness and meditation techniques used in Hawaii for hundreds of years. "One truth I learned from my lineage of Huna is that there is only one person that you hurt by holding onto feelings of unforgiveness – and that is you," he says.
